Spencer and Peyton's new six door Binz limousine shares with the hearse a design that has been developed in collaboration with the manufacturer of the base vehicle. This has allowed Binz engineers to retain the E-Class's Air-MATIC air-suspension system, which apart from enhancing passenger comfort, is integrated with the active ride and vehicle stability systems. All of which have been re-calibrated in concert with Mercedes-Benz itself to precisely match the revised on-road dynamics of the car's extended wheelbase.
